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Dr. Jeffrey Short recently retired from a 31-year career as a research chemist at the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA), where he focused primarily on oil pollution and other contaminant issues. Dr. Short was the leading chemist for the governments of Alaska and the United States following the Exxon Valdez oil spill and guided numerous studies about the distribution, persistence and effects of oil on the ecosystem. These studies led to the discovery of an oil toxicity mechanism, which showed that oil pollution is several hundred times more toxic to fish than was previously recognized. Dr. Short’s work earned him a bronze medal from the U.S. Department of Commerce. He is also the author of more than 60 scientific publications and has contributed to three books. Dr. Short now serves as the Pacific science director at Oceana.
